3. Maintaining the required academic standards set by my parents.
4. Appealing concerns or problems through my team captains and/or my coaches, then, if necessary, the athletic
director, or finally the NOAH board through the president.
5. Playing fairly and following the rules of my sport during practices and competitions.
6. Respecting facilities and equipment at home, while traveling, or at a host site; | will try to leave it in as good or better
shape than | found it (picking up trash, treating the facilities with respect, etc.)
7. Meeting my financial and membership responsibilities in a timely manner (No Pay — No Play).
8. Showing respect for myself and teammates by abstaining from alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco products,
pornography, homosexuality and other sexual sins and endeavoring to be a law abiding citizen (refrain from stealing,
shoplifting, etc.).
